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Course description: Computer 

At each level, keyboarding is integrated in the course.

K-2nd Computer 

In first grade, students learn that a computer can be used to represent real situations, students also learn that information exists in a variety of forms including text, still and moving pictures and sounds. Students also work on labeling and classifying as well as understanding instructions.  Students also familiarize themselves with using a mouse and use simple tools in a painting package.  In second grade, students use words to communicate messages through typing out stories, students create pictures as well as learn more about the information around us.  Students also become more aware of the functions of the different keys on the keyboard.

3-5 Computer 

In third grade, the focus is on students combining text and graphics, integrating subjects such as science.  Students are introduced to databases, carrying out simple searches, explore simulations and are introduced to the usefulness of email.  In fourth grade, students work on organizing data and exploring ideas, developing images, creating branching databases to sort and classify information as well as collecting and presenting information in for instance, questionnaires and pie charts.  In fifth grade, there is an emphasis on graphical modeling and this integrates science and geography, students analyze data and evaluate information, students are introduced to spreadsheets and learn how to control simple devices through understanding how to sequence a set of instructions. 

6-8 Computer 

In sixth grade, students learn how to create a multimedia presentation using text, images and sounds, integrating subjects such as science and geography.  Students explore mathematical models using spreadsheets, control and monitoring as well as using the Internet to search databases and interpret information.  In seventh grade, students learn about sequencing instructions using simple programming, as well as using graphics photo-editing programs, analyze information reliability and validity.  In eighth grade, students create projects using animation programs such as Scratch, learn about and create wikis and understand the impact of ICT on society.  There is strong emphasis on cross-curricular tasks integrating Computer into different subject areas.   

9-10 Computer 

In nine and tenth grade the course is mainly project-based.  In addition, students learn about computer systems, hardware and software, appreciate the importance of and how to make good use of data and information, as well as using different office and Internet applications to manipulate and present information.

High School Business Elective

Students explore the intricacies of the workings of a business that include how to get a business started, understand the people that make a business what it is as well as the financial working of a business.  Students get to experience the practicality of the course by going on visits to actual businesses as well as interacting with business people. 
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
