New in January 2012 
 
Beginning in January 2012 we will be  
Implementing a n after school late charge.  We 
have teachers, after their long day, monitoring the 
courtyard until 3:30pm each day ensuring children 
are getting picked up and that while they are  wait-
ing they do not injure themselves.
